Kiwi arrivals into Hilo, on Hawaii 
Island, were up more than 15% 
in 2017, which Hawaii Tourism is 
attributing the increase in part 
to Hilo’s proximity to the popular 
Volcanoes National Park.
Hawaii Tourism New Zealand manag-
er Darragh Walshe has been exploring 
Hilo and the Hamakua Coast this week 
and has been captivated by the region.
“Hilo and the waterfall laden Ha-
makua Coast deserve much greater 
exploration,” says Walshe who urges 
the area as a great self-drive option for 
Kiwi travellers.
In addition to Volcanoes National 
Park, where visitors can spend an 

hour or an entire day discovering the 
area’s volcanic history and Kilauea’s 
current volcanic activity, Walshe says 
the Hamakua Coast, on Hawaii Is-
land’s northeast coast is one of the 
most scenic areas on the island. 
It’s home to tropical rainforests, wa-
terfalls and green valleys—in stark 
contrast to the lunar like landscape of 
the island’s dramatic western coast.
