Kiwi Arrival Growth;
Neighbour Focus

Kiwi visitor arrivals to Hawaii are
well on track to surpass 60,000 for
2014—but that growth isn’t being
matched by travel to Neighbour
Islands, and Hawaii Tourism is
looking to change that.

The latest visitor stats show a 61.1%
increase in New Zealand arrivals to
5346 in Nov, while for the year to Nov,
arrivals are up 23.5% to 57,188. At the
same time, capacity from Auckland to
Honolulu was up 21.2% on Nov 2013.
“Were very happy that it looks like
another milestone will be surpassed
in 2014—more than 60,000 arrivals
from New Zealand,” says Hawaii Tour-
ism Oceania’s Darragh Walshe.

“The only blip has been the fact
that travel to the Neighbour Islands
hasn’t matched the overall growth
and this will be one of the core areas
of our marketing approach in 2015”

HA Milestone

Hawaiian Airlines set a new record
last year, carrying 10.2 million pas-
sengers—up 2.6% on 2013’ 9.9
million. The carrier’s first 10 million
passenger milestone took 40 years
to reach (between 1929-1967). Load
factors for the year stayed steady at
81.5%. HA also released new stats
showing it was the most on-time
airline in the US in Nov, arriving on
time 89.4% of the time.

Kiwis are missing out by sticking
to Oahu and not including islands
like Maui, Kauai (pictured) and Ha-
waii Island in their itineraries, says
Walshe.

“Each island has a different character
and brand and this year we will be
promoting those individual island
brands more prominently. This not
only benefits the travel spread but it
also helps the New Zealand consum-
er see Hawaii as a destination with
multiple and diverse experiences,
which suits repeat visitation,” he says.
